Battery Installation

1. Battery Installation:

e Turn the thumb screw fastener @ in a counter-clockwise direction to
unscrew. Rotate the battery cover to reveal the battery compartment.

¢ |Insert two AA batteries in the correct direction as shown on the case.

2. Insert the batteries and press the power button. If the Battery Gauge
(ACT-58TW) / Power Indicator (ACT-33TW) does not light up, the batteries
may be dead or inserted incorrectly. Please identify the problem and try
again.
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3. When the transmitter is not in use, please turn off the power to avoid power
drain. If the transmitter is not in use for an extended period of time, please
remove the batteries to prevent product damage from battery leakage. The
factory warranty is automatically voided for malfunctioning products caused
by battery leaks.



How to Use
1. Before turning on the power, insert the plug of the signal source into the Mic

In Jack and securely tighten the plug to prevent noises caused by a loose
connection.

1: Connect the signal source

3. Power on  2: Securely tighten the plug

2. Power On/Off and Display

* ACT-58TW

- Hold the power button @ to turn the transmitter on or off. The battery
gauge @ turns on when powered on and goes out when powered off.




The meanings of the battery gauge indicator are given below. When
battery is low, the red indicator is shown and the batteries should be
replaced as soon as possible. If the voltage is too low, the transmitter will
automatically shut down.
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Hold the power button @ to turn the transmitter on or off. The power
indicator @ lights up in green when powered on and goes out when
powered off.

Battery indicator @ : Green indicator denotes normal; red indicator
denotes low battery and the batteries should be replaced as soon as
possible.

If the voltage is too low, the transmitter will automatically shut down.

During ACT, if the indicator @ light is flashing, it means that the transmitter
and receiver have different frequency bands. Check the frequency band
codes shown on the stickers on the transmitter and receiver.




3. Mute:

* Mute button: The mute button toggles between mute (indicator @ is on)
and un-mute (indicator is off).

» Mute Lock/Unlock: With the transmitter powered off, hold down the mute
button @ and press the power button @ simultaneously to toggle between
mute locked/unlocked. (The default setting is Mute Lock mode)

4. Waterproofing instructions: This product is designed according to waterproof
standards but must be used in compliance with the following instructions.

* Properly tighten the thumb screw fastener to secure the battery cover and
the main chassis:

Use the locking piece or a coin to tighten the thumb screw fastener after
inserting or replacing the batteries. Please note that no gap should be
visible between the battery cover and the case to ensure waterproof
operation.

» Use with exclusive waterproof microphones:

Please use the genuine MIPRO MU-57 Series waterproof microphones
and make sure that the microphone plugs are securely tightened, thus to
avoid liquid enter the transmitter through the jack, resulting in malfunction
or failure.

The locking piece can also be used as a bracket to support the transmitter
on the desk.
